Focus Area (FA) 1C is designed to foster lifelong learning and vocational training in the agricultural and forestry
sectors.

Through this Focus Area, Member States support capacity building and knowledge transfer actions to their rural
development stakeholders in order to improve the performance of rural areas and sectors.

The target is to train 3.9 million participants under Measure 1 — knowledge transfer.
