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1. Introduction

Focus Area (FA) 3A is designed to improve the competitiveness of primary producers by better integrating them into
the agri-food chain. Through this focus area Managing Authorities are able to offer the actors of the agri-food supply

chain a combination of measures such as:

* Quality schemes,

e Support for investments which add value to agricultural products,
* Promotion in local markets and short supply circuits,

e Support to producer groups and inter-branch organisations.

The target is to mobilise 16.8 billion EUR of public and private investment to support 300 000 farms.
