There are six EU Rural Development Priorities set for the 2014-2020

period. Priority 3 aims at promoting food chain organisation, including

processing and marketing of agricultural products, animal welfare and

risk management in agriculture, with a focus on the following areas:

a) improving competitiveness of primary producers by better

integrating them into the agri-food chain through quality schemes,

adding value to agricultural products, promotion in local markets

and short supply circuits, producer groups and organisations and

inter-branch organisations (Focus Area 3A);

b) supporting farm risk prevention and management (Focus Area 3B).
