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BUDGET HEADING 04.03.03.01
INDUSTRIAL RELATIONS AND SOCIAL DIALOGUE

1 OBJECTIVESOF THISBUDGET HEADING

In line with the remarks in the budget of the European Union, this budget heading is
intended to cover grants for promoting social dialogue at cross-industry and sectoral level
in accordance with Article 154 of the Treaty on the Functioning of the European Union.
This call will therefore be used to finance consultations, meetings, negotiations and other
actions designed to achieve these objectives and to promote actions outlined in the
European Commission's Communication on The European social dialogue, a force for
innovation and change (COM(2002) 341), the Communication on Partnership for change
in an enlarged Europe — Enhancing the contribution of European social dialogue
(COM(2004) 557) and the Commission Staff Working Document on the Functioning and
potential of European sectoral social dialogue (SEC(2010) 964).

The measures should help the social partner organisations (representatives of
management and labour) to contribute to addressing the overarching EU employment and
social policy challenges as laid down in the Europe 2020 Strategy (Europe 2020: A
strategy for smart, sustainable and inclusive growth, COM(2010) 2020, 3 March 2010),
the European Council Conclusions of 25-26 March 2010 and 17 June 2010, and the
Commission's Communication on the Renewed Social Agenda (Renewed Social Agenda:
Opportunities, access and solidarity in 21st century Europe, COM(2008) 412, 2 July
2008).

Objectives of this call include measures and initiatives related to the adaptation of social
dialogue to changes in employment and work and related challenges, such as addressing
modernisation of the labour market, quality of work, anticipation, preparation and
management of change and restructuring, flexicurity, skills, mobility and migration, youth
employment, contributions to the health and safety strategy, reconciliation of work and
family life, gender equality, action in the field of anti-discrimination, active ageing, active
inclusion and decent work.

Measures which will contribute to addressing the employment and social dimensions of
EU priorities relating to the exit from the economic crisis and reaching the objectives and
targets of the Europe 2020 Strategy and its flagship initiatives, will be particularly
welcome.

Strengthening synergies and exchanges between European social dialogue sectoral
committees and between the sectoral committees and the inter-professional level is a
horizontal objective. Measures to support the European socia partners and social
dialogue committees undertake and contribute to impact assessment of the employment
and socia dimensions of EU initiatives will be particularly welcome.

Measures to support European socia dialogue and industrial relations initiatives
contributing to the European Year for Active Ageing (2012; COM(2010) 462), can aso
be supported.




The budget heading can aso be used to finance actions involving representatives of the
social partners from the Candidate Countries’. It is also intended to promote equal
participation of women and men in the decision-making bodies of both trade unions and
employers organisations. These last two components are cross-cutting.

Access for people with disabilities must be guaranteed for measures funded under this
heading.

On the basis of these objectives, two sub-programmes have been defined:

I Support for European social dialogue

I Improving expertise in the field of industrial relations

In light of the objectives mentioned above, the specific measures eligible under the two
sub-programmes are detailed in section 2 below. The attention of applicantsis also drawn
to the eligibility criteria for applicants, actions and applications detailed in section 3.3
below.

The foreseen budgetary allocation to this call is EUR 13 260 000.

Applications will be examined and selected taking account of the remarks in the EU
budget, the criterialaid down in this document and the principle of balanced support.

Non-Governmental Organisations (NGOs) wishing to undertake measures in the field of
Corporate Social Responsibility (CSR) should apply to the PROGRESS programme.

2 ELIGIBLE MEASURES
. Support for European social dialogue

Thisfirst sub-programmeis divided into eight categories of action:

e measures to prepare European social dialogue, such as preparatory surveys, meetings
and conferences;

e measures regarded as part of social dialogue within the meaning of Articles 154 and
155 TFEU, such as negotiations, preparatory meetings for negotiations or activities
relating to the implementation of negotiated agreements and other negotiated
outcomes;

e measures to implement the European social partners work programmes (such as the
organisation of round tables, exchanges of experience and networks of key actors);

e measures to monitor and follow up European social dialogue activities and outcomes,
such as conferences and other initiatives to disseminate and evaluate the results of
European socia dialogue through European or national events, or through studies,
paper or electronic publications (including the trandlation);

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measures to improve the coordination, functioning and effectiveness of European
social dialogue, including through the identification and development of joint
approaches by the social dialogue committees, such as the exchange of good
practice and related joint training events;

measures to strengthen the capacity of social partners to contribute to European social
dialogue with particular attention to new Member States and Candidate Countries
(such as information and training seminars)?;

measures by social partners which contribute to the employment and social dimensions
of the Europe 2020 Strategy and actions to implement the European Employment
Strategy (EES) and to monitor and analyse its impact on labour markets;

measures to support the European social partners and social dialogue committees
undertake and contribute to impact assessment of the employment and social
dimensions of EU initiatives.

Improving expertisein thefield of industrial relations

The aim of this sub-programme is to improve expertise in industrial relations (especially
in European and comparative terms), to promote the exchange of information and
experience among parties actively involved in industrial relations (companies, workers,
public authorities and research centres) and to promote the development of industrial
relations in Europe.

The following actions may be co-financed:

general seminars or conferences on industrial relations, including preparatory studies,
the organisation of round tables, exchanges of experience and networks of key actors
and/or experts;

initiatives to further the collection and use of information on national industrial
relations systems and on developments at European level;

initiatives to promote knowledge on effective industrial relations practices, including
successful forms of worker participation, particularly in regard to the anticipation,
preparation and management of change;

initiatives contributing to the preparation or use (presentation, discussions and
dissemination) of the European Commission's Industrial Relations in Europe report.

National capacity-building activities which could be funded under the European Socia Fund
(Regulation (EC) N° 1081/2006 on the European Socia Fund, Article 5(3)82) are not eligible: "Under
the Convergence objective, an appropriate amount of ESF resources shall be allocated to capacity-
building, which shall include training, networking measures, strengthening the social dialogue and
activities jointly undertaken by the social partners, in particular as regards adaptability of workers and
enterprisesreferred to in Article 3(1)(a)" (Scope of assistance).



3 SUBMISSION AND EXAMINATION OF GRANT APPLICATIONS

3.1  Submission deadlines and implementation dates

Complete applications must be submitted to the European Commission by the deadlines
for submission indicated below.

In view of the time needed to examine applications, actions may not start before the
action start deadlines indicated below. Proposals for actions not respecting the
permissible starting dates will not be considered.

Applications will be examined by an Evaluation Committee which will meet within 35
working days following the deadlines for submission. As a rule, the entire evaluation
procedure, including the award decision, takes around 12 weeks.

As a consequence, applicants should note that if their project is approved they will not
necessarily receive the grant agreement prior to the starting date of the action and
should, therefore, take this into account in programming the timing of their project. Any
expenditure incurred before written confirmation that the application has been accepted is
at the applicant's risk.

The deadlines for the submission of applications and the permissible starting dates of
actions are as follows:

e 25 March 2011 for actions commencing no earlier than 25 May 2011 and no later
than 22 December 2011 (indicative amount foreseen depending on the quality of
proposals submitted: EUR 5 600 000);

e 30 August 2011 for actions commencing no earlier than 30 October 2011 and no later
than 22 December 2011 (indicative amount foreseen depending on the quality of
proposals submitted: EUR 7 660 000).

In principle, the duration of an action is no longer than 12 months. The Commission
reserves the right to adjust the duration of an action proposed in the application.

3.2  Co-financing ratesfor the sub-programmes

Under this call for proposals, the European Commission may decide to finance up to 80%
of thetotal eligible cost of the action. Contributions in kind will not be taken into account.

In derogation from the previous paragraph, the European Commission may decide to
finance up to 95% of the total cost of socia dialogue actions (sub-programme |
exclusively) involving negotiations in accordance with Articles 154 and 155 TFEU,
meetings to prepare for negotiations (sub-programme | — second bullet point), or joint
social partner actions relating to the implementation of the results of European social
dialogue negotiations.

Socia dialogue meetings organised by the European socia partners themselves can also
be financed up to arate of 95%.

Applications which request a grant of more than 80% of the total eligible cost (or 95%
exclusively for the cases listed above) will not be considered.
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Project size/amount

For illustrative purposes, the average size of a grant awarded in 2010 was in the range of
EUR 160 000.

Experience has demonstrated that projects, which include preparatory, follow-up and
dissemination activities within the same grant application, tend to contribute most
effectively to achieving the objectives of the budget heading.

NEW: the Commission will organise a networking day in Brussels for beneficiaries under
the 2011 call (date to be confirmed). Applicants must therefore ensure that the travel,
daily subsistence allowances and accommodation costs for up to 2 persons — the Project
Manager and possibly the Financial Manager — to attend this meeting in Brussels are
included in their proposed project budget. If the applicant fails to do this, the Commission
will not be able to fund the beneficiary's participation in the networking day.

3.3  Eligibility criteria
Eligible applicants
To be eligible, applicants must:

e Be properly constituted and registered legal persons. In application of Article 114 of
the Financial Regulation, socia partner organisations without legal personality are
also dligible provided that their representatives have the capacity to undertake legal
obligations on their behalf and assume financial liability?;

e Fall within one of the following categories:

1 | Socia partners (i) European socia partner organisations currently
consulted in accordance with Article 154 TFEU*

(i) European-level social partner organisations not covered
in (i) above, for example those involved in the
preparation and launch of European social dialogue at
sectora level

(ii1) National or regional socia partner organisations, as long
asthe project is part of a European approach

Have their registered office in one of the EU Member States”;

Not be in one of the situations referred to in Articles 93(1), 94 and 96(2)(a) of the
Financial Regulation®.

Eligibility of actions

To be eligible, actions must:

Be linked to at least one objective of the budget heading;

Include partners from severa different Member States in the case of projects which
are not submitted by a European organisation or international organisation. This must
be demonstrated in the application by signed letters indicating the active involvement;

If the application is submitted under sub-programme |, have the support of a European
social partner organisation (as defined in the table above on eligible applicants:
categories 1 (i) and (ii)). This must be demonstrated in the application by a signed
letter of support from the European social partner organisation;

Not request a European Union grant of over 80% of the total eligible cost of the action
(or 95% in the case of the derogations identified in section 3.2);

Be fully carried out in the Member States of the European Union or the Candidate
Countries”;

Comply with the call for proposal's subcontracting rulesindicated in Annex I;
Comply with the rule on the starting date of actions in section 3.1.

Eligible applications

To be eligible, applications must:

Be submitted by the deadlines indicated in section 3.1;

Other than ILO, with which the Commission will carry out a project in joint management.

In derogation from this requirement, international organisations (such as UN Agencies) active in the
fields of social dialogue and / or industrial relations, whose registered office is outside the EU Member
States, are also dligible.

The sdituations referred to include bankruptcy, compulsory winding-up, being under court
administration, in an arrangement with creditors or any other similar proceedings; convictions of
professional misconduct; non-fulfilment of social security or tax payment obligations; convictions of
fraud, corruption, involvement in a criminal organisation or any other illegal activity; declared in
serious breach of contract in relation to activities funded by the EU budget; subject to conflict of
interest; guilty of misrepresentation in supplying the required information.

In derogation from this requirement, international organisations, such as UN Agencies, active in the
fields of social dialogue and / or industrial relations can carry out activities also at the place of their
registered office.




Be submitted on-line before being printed, and sent in 2 copies as a paper application
duly signed (one original dossier and one copy of al submitted documents). Please
see section 4.2 for further details on the submission of the application;

Be complete and include all the documentsindicated in the following table. Where
specified below, documents must bear the original signature of the applicant's legal
representative.

Applicants should note that the Evaluation Committee will not examine applications
lacking one or more of these documents.

Official covering letter of the application: quoting the reference of the call for
proposals, with the original signature of the applicant's legal representative.

Print-out of the duly completed and submitted on-line application form:
(https.//webgate.ec.europa.eu/swim) dated and with the original signature of the
legal representative.

NOTE: The on-line form must be eectronically submitted before printing. After
the electronic submission no further changes to the application are possible.

A signed declaration on honour (Annex E.1 to the on-line application). This
must be written on the officia letterhead paper of the applicant organisation and
have the original signature of the legal representative, certifying that the applicant
organisation is not in one of the situations listed in Articles 93(1), 94 and 96(2)(a)
of the Financial Regulation and that it has the financial and operational capacity to
complete the activity for which funding is requested.

"Financial identification” form (Annex E.3 to the on-line application) of the
applicant organisation duly completed with the original signature of the account
holder and the original signature and stamp of the bank. The financial
identification form can be found at:

"Legal entity" form (Annex E.4 to the on-line application) duly completed with
the original signature of the legal representative. The legal entities form can be
found at:

Applicants must also provide:

e acopy of the certificate of official registration or other official document
attesting to the establishment of the entity (where this exists);

e a copy of the articles of association/statutes or equivalent, proving the
eligibility of the organisation;

e a copy of a document confirming the applicant's tax or VAT number, if
available; and

e exclusively in the case of socia partner organisations without legal
personality, a signed letter of the representative with the capacity to
undertake legal obligations.
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A detailed work programme (Annex E.5 to the on-line application) for the
project. This is a separate document, in addition to the on-line application form
and it must also be submitted electronically in annex to the on-line application
form. The paper version must be identical to the electronic version of the detailed
work programme. The detailed work programme should not be longer than 10

The detailed work programme must provide a detailed description of the project
and a timetable for the activities. The names, positions, and employment status of
al staff involved in the project should be included in the detailed work
progranme. The detailed work programme should be submitted in English,
French or German.

A budget explanation (Annex E.7 to the on-line application) for the project. This
IS a separate document in addition to the budget section of the on-line application
form, and it must aso be submitted electronically in annex to the on-line
application form. The paper version must be identical to the electronic version of
the budget explanation.

The budget explanation must provide additional information to explain and justify
all items in the proposed budget (and particularly staff costs and subcontracting
plans). A simple table listing costs without explanation is not sufficient. The
budget explanation should be submitted in English, French or German.

L etters of support / commitment:

o if the applicant is submitting a proposal under sub-programme |, a signed letter
of support from a European social partner organisation (as defined in the table
in section 3.3 above on eligible applicants categories 1 (i) and (ii));

e asigned letter of commitment from each partner named in the application
form (section D) following the template provided in Annex E.2 to the on-line
application, explaining the nature of the partner's involvement and specifying
the cash amounts of any funding provided.

The letters of support / commitment should be submitted in English, French or
German.

A Curriculum Vitae of the Person responsible for managing the action
(named in section A.3 of the application form) indicating clearly the current
employer(s) with whom there exists either a permanent or temporary contract of
employment. The CV should be submitted in English, French or German.

In the case of subcontracting for external expertise, the completed form
" Contracts for implementing the action” provided in Annex E.6 to the on-line
application.

Applicants wishing to recruit the services of external experts must provide the
detailed information regarding the tasks involved, the reasons for subcontracting
these tasks and the selection procedure that will be followed to award the
contract™. The form should be submitted in English, French or German.

Applicants should note that subcontracting external expertise is only admissible if
the staff of the applicant organisation or of the project partners do not have the
skills required. It is not permissible to subcontract the project management of the
action.

The most recent balance sheet of the applicant organisation (not necessary for
public bodies and international organisations such as UN Agencies). The balance
sheet, by definition, must include assets and liabilities. The applicant should
specify which currency is being used in the balance sheet. The Commission
reserves the right to request balance sheets from previous years, if necessary.

For grant requests over EUR 500 000, an external audit report produced by
an approved auditor, certifying the accounts of the applicant organisation for the
last financial year available (not necessary for public bodies and international
organisations, such as UN Agencies). The external audit report should be
submitted in English, French or German.

In addition, the Commission may request applicants to submit justifications of proposed
eligible costs during the evaluation procedure of the application.

3.4.

Selection criteria

The applicant must have the financial and operational capacity to complete the activity for
which funding is requested. Only organisations with the necessary financia and
operational capacity may be awarded a grant.

Financial capacity to carry out the action: the applicant must have access to solid and
adequate funding to maintain its activities for the period of the action and to help
finance it as necessary (the verification of financial capacity does not apply to public
bodies or to international organisations, such as UN Agencies)™.

Where the value of the procurement contract exceeds EUR 60 000, the beneficiary, in addition, must
provide a copy of the draft tender specifications. To assist applicants, a model for tender specifications
isincluded in Annex Il to this call. Important additional information concerning subcontracting can be
found in Annex |. The draft tender specifications should be submitted in English, French or German.

In addition, the applicants must be able to prove, if requested, that they have sought bids — by registered
letter — from at least five different tenderers, including proof that they have posted the call for tender or
invitation to tender at least on their website and provide a detailed description of the selection
procedure.

This requirement does not apply to public authorities which are already governed by a system of public
procurement rules; however, where applicable, this should be indicated.

The financial capacity of the applicant is assessed based on the analysis of the supporting documents
listed in positions 3, 4 and 11 in the table above (Section 3.3. "Eligible applications’) and by
calculating the ratio between the total assets in the applicant's balance sheet and the total budget of the

— Operational capacity to complete the proposed action: the applicant must have the
operational resources (technical, management) and the professional skills and
gualifications needed to successfully complete the proposed action, as well as the
ability to implement it. The applicant must have a strong track record of competence
and experiencein the field and in particular in the type of action proposed.

The financial and operational capacity should be proven by the annual balance sheets,
declaration of honour and curriculum vitae mentioned above.
35 Awardcriteria

Proposals which fulfil the eligibility and selection criteria indicated above will be
assessed according to the following award criteria:

i. The extent to which the action meets the objectives and priorities of the budget
heading

ii.  The extent to which the action has a genuine transnational dimension

iii. The quality of partnerships, including the degree of involvement and commitment at
the application stage of the social partners/stakeholders in the action™

iv. The extent to which the action contributes to the priorities, activities or results of
European social dialogue/the debate on industrial relations

v. Theadded value, i.e. the lasting impact and/or multiplier effect’® of the action™
vi. The cost-effectiveness of the action
vii. The arrangements to publicise the action and disseminate the results

viii. The overall quality, clarity and completeness of the proposal and budget
explanation

Integrated approach

Social partner organisations which are members of the same sectoral social dialogue
committee are encouraged to adopt an integrated approach to their projects (e.g. both
sides of industry to work together to combine different activities and to include
preparatory, follow-up and dissemination activities within the same grant application).
The Evaluation Committee will give priority to such projects.

Additionally, the Evaluation Committee will give priority to actions involving joint
approaches of or the exchange of good practice between socia dialogue committees.

4.3  What next? Accepted and re ected applications

Applications will be examined by an Evaluation Committee, which will meet within 35
working days following the deadline for submission. As a rule, the entire evaluation
procedure, including the award decision, takes around 12 weeks.

The European Commission will notify applicants once the evaluation procedure is
completed. Requests for information concerning the progress of dossiers sent before
the end of the evaluation procedure will not be answer ed.

Rejected applications

Unsuccessful applicants will receive a letter stating the reasons for refusal. Rejected
proposals may be revised and resubmitted in accordance with a subsequent submission
deadline. They will, however, only be considered if a new and complete application file
including all supporting documents is sent to the Commission by the relevant deadline.
Documents submitted under a previous submission deadline will not be taken into
account.

Selected applications

Successful applicants will receive two original copies of the grant agreement™ for
acceptance and signature. Both these copies must be sent back to the Commission, which
will then return one to the applicant once it has been signed by both parties.

The grant agreement may include changes made by the Commission — therefore the
applicant should carefully read the whole agreement, and the budget and work
programme sections in particular, before signing and returning the copies to the
Commission.

Following the award of a grant, if the successful applicant would like the Commission to
participate in any project events, the applicant must take immediate contact (in any case,
at least 2 months before the event) with the EC official responsible for following the
action (named in the letter accompanying the grant agreement). The successful applicant
should therefore not finalise the planning and scheduling of such events without the
Commission's prior approval and confirmation of its participation. The Commission's
acceptance of the grant application does not prejudge its decision on whether to attend an
event included in the work programme. Such a decision is always subject to a separate
examination of the event programme and prior agreement on the dates and practicalities.

FINANCIAL GUIDELINESFOR APPLICANTS
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The purpose of this document is to enable applicants to prepare their grant applications. Please be sure to
read these guidelines carefully before replying to the current call for proposals.
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MAIN FINANCIAL AND MANAGEMENT RULES

Disclaimer: this document provides the applicants with a quick summary of the main
legal and financia rules contained in the Financial Regulation (FR) applicable to the
general budget of the European Communities’” and its Implementing Rules (IR)™®. The
information given is not exhaustive and beneficiaries are therefore asked to carefully read
the agreement sent to them, asit will constitute the legal basis for the grant.

1 GENERAL PRINCIPLES

Grants are subject to the principles laid down in the Financial Regulation, in particular the
principles of co-financing, prohibition of double financing and non-profit.

Co-financing principle

European Union grants may not finance the entire cost of the action to be subsidised. The
applicant must contribute to the implementation of the action either by way of own
resources or by financia contribution from third parties (in the form of public or private
assistance obtained elsewhere)*®.

No doublefinancing rule

Each action may give rise to the award of only one grant, there can be no duplicate
European Union funding of the same expenditure. The applicant must indicate the sources
and amounts of any other funding received or applied for in the same financia year for
the same action or for any other action and for routine activities (running costs)®.

No-profit rule

The EU grant may not have the purpose or effect of producing a profit for the beneficiary.
Profit is defined as a surplus of total actual receipts over the total actual costs of the
action. Any income of the action must be indicated in the estimated budget and the final
financ?ll statement. The amount of the grant will be reduced by the amount of any
surplus™.

the written accounts like unpaid charity work by a private individual or corporate
body, etc.) cannot be accepted.

e Signed letters of commitment from the applicant organisation and/or other sources
must be provided stating the precise amount of each financial (cash) contribution to
the budget.

Applicants established in countries outside the Euro zone must use the
conversion rates published in the Official Journa of the European Union (OJ)
(http://ec.europa.eu/budget/inforeuro/index.cfm?Language=en). Applicants should be
aware that they fully carry the exchange rate risk.

The budget estimate must be properly balanced: the two totals (income and expenditure)
must be the same, since the available income (including the grant requested from the
Commission) will have to finance the planned expenditure®®. Please make sure that all the
items related to the implementation of the action are included and not just those for which
financing is being sought.

3.2 Expenditure

Expenditure must include the estimated costs exclusively for the implementation of the
action.

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(a) be incurred during the duration of the action, with the exception of costs relating to
final reports and audit certificates;

(b) be indicated in the estimated overall budget of the action attached to the grant
agreement;

(c) be necessary for the implementation of the action which is the subject of the grant;

(d) beidentifiable and verifiable, in particular being recorded in the accounting records of
the beneficiary and determined according to the applicable accounting standards of the
country where the beneficiary is established and according to the usual cost-accounting
practices of the beneficiary;

(e) comply with the requirements of applicable tax and social legislation;

(f) be reasonable, justified and comply with the requirements of sound financial
management, in particular regarding economy and efficiency.

The successful applicant must take care to avoid any unnecessary or unnecessarily
high expenditure.

The beneficiary's internal accounting and auditing procedures must permit a direct
reconciliation of the costs and revenue declared in respect of the action with the
corresponding accounting statements and supporting documents.

Documentation justifying costs must be kept by the beneficiary for five years following
final payment by the Commission.

Expenditure eligible for financing may not have been incurred before the grant
application was lodged. Please note that the call might precise a specific reference date
for the eligibility of costs.

Extra costs associated with the participation of people with disabilities are also €ligible.

3.2.2 Eligibledirect costs

The eligible direct costs for the action are those costs which, provided that they satisfy the
criteria of eligibility set out above, are identifiable as specific costs directly linked to the
performance of the action and which can therefore be booked to it directly.

In particular, the following direct costs may be considered eligible:
Staff costs

The costs of staff (permanent or temporary staff employed by the beneficiary or the
partners) assigned to the implementation of the action, comprising actual salaries plus
social security charges and other statutory costs included in the remuneration, are eligible.
The salary costs should not exceed the average rates corresponding to the beneficiary's
usual policy on remuneration. In addition, they should not be higher than the generaly
accepted market rates for the same kind of task.
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The costs of personnel of national administrations may be considered as eligible to the
extent that they relate to the cost of activities which are additional and which the relevant
public authority would not carry out if the project concerned were not undertaken.

Please fill in the form reserved for these costs in the budget estimate (see application
form) by indicating the persons to be remunerated (full-time/part-time), the number of
days of work to be performed and the daily rate calculated on the basis of an average of
225 workable days per year. The determination of the workable days should be made

Should your proposal be financed by the Commission, only the real costs (i.e. actual
salaries) will be considered as eligible costs.

The actual time spent on the action must be recorded on a regular basis using timesheets
or an equivalent time registration system established and certified by the employer.
Timesheets must be dated and signed by the individual concerned and validated by the
employer. It is recommended to adopt a single timesheet encompassing the overall time
worked by each staff member (not just the time worked by the employee on the particular
EU supported action). Timesheets should not be sent to the Commission, except if
specifically requested. For instance, when submitting the request for final payment, the
beneficiary might be requested to provide pay dlips and timesheets justifying the actual
staff costs declared, as well as the basis for the calculation of daily rates and workable

days.

Only persons who are directly employed by the promoter and/or the partners and who
receive a salary are considered staff. All other persons, i.e. persons who receive a fee
and/or submit an invoice for their services are considered external experts and are subject
to the rules governing the award of contracts (see subcontracting below). The cost of any
work to be performed by external experts must not be included in staff costs but under
services.

Travel, accommodation and subsistence allowances

Travel costs must not exceed the most reasonable rates available on the market.
Accommaodation and subsistence costs related to the participants in the action are eligible
provided that they are in line with the beneficiary's usual practices on travel costs and do
not exceed the scales approved periodically by the Commission which are set out in the
table below.
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Journeys must be carried out by the most direct and economic route. Economy class fares
will be used as the benchmark for analysing air travel costs. Air travel is acceptable only
for distances above 400 km, i.e. return flight above 800 km. For other modes of transport,
the benchmark is the first-class rail fare. Car journeys: equivalent of corresponding first-
classtrain ticket.

The Daily subsistence allowances (DSA) are paid in addition to costs for accommodation
as a flat-rate amount and are considered to cover breakfast and two main meals, local
transport, the cost of telecommunications and all other sundries. Daily subsistence
allowances are to be calculated as follows according to the length of the mission:

Please note that the Commission and the other European Institutions cover the travel and
subsistence costs of their own officials when they participate in an event organised by the
beneficiary and these should therefore not be included in the budget estimate.

Catering

The total amount calculated according to the above mentioned rulesregarding Daily
subsistence allowances shall constitute a maximum. If catering services are provided
by the organisers, the DSAs directly paid to participants must be reduced accordingly. In

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such cases, the daily allowance would be reduced by 30% for each meal provided, and by
15% for breakfast.

Costs of services

Information dissemination and publications costs can be taken into account provided
that they are directly related to the action. Please give, for each publication and/or other
materials, a description, an estimate of the number of pages and copies planned the
frequency and language of publication, an indication of the production costs per copy as
well as an estimate of the distribution costs where appropriate.

Trandation costs must include the following details. the number of languages, the
number of pages to be trandated and the rate applied per page. These rates may not
exceed the most reasonable market rates.

Inter pretation: the different components must be specified. In particular, the number of
languages, the number of interpreters, the number of days and the daily rates must be
specified. The accepted daily fee of an interpreter may not exceed EUR 700 (including
VAT). Interpreters should be hired locally. For their travel and subsistence expenses to be
covered by the grant, it must be impossible to hire them locally and it must be explained
why thisis so.

Evaluation: if the action proposed requires some form of evaluation, monitoring and
evaluation methods must be developed, as well as tools to assess, on an on-going basis,
the progress of the action in relation to the objectives defined at the beginning and the
results. The cost of such work will be regarded as eligible expenditure.

Subcontracting and provision of services

This heading can cover the costs of subcontracting or provision of services by an external
party in connection with the implementation of the action (consultancy fees, production of
documents, studies, external evaluation etc.).

Work and tasks carried out by the project partners (as described in the letters of
commitment) are not subject to these rules of subcontracting. However, it is not
permissible to include normal commercia suppliers of goods and services as project
partners in order to avoid these rules. By way of example, the Commission does not find
it appropriate to include as project partners independent consultants, conference
organisers, and so on.

Applicants should have the operational capacity to complete the action to be supported.
However, if the staff does not have the skills required, when justified and necessary, parts
of the project may be subcontracted to another person or organisation. In this case, the
beneficiary shall ensure that>’ the relevant terms applicable to itself under the agreement
are also applicable to the subcontractors.

It must be clearly specified which tasks will be subcontracted and why this subcontracting
is necessary, in the annex foreseen for this purpose in the electronic application form
("Contracts for implementing the action™).

checks and audits
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Main rules related to subcontracting activities

When concluding external contracts in order to implement the action, the beneficiary
must seek competitive tenders from potential contractors and award the contract in
writing to the bid offering the best value for money, i.e. the best price-quality ratio. In
doing so, the beneficiary shall observe the principles of transparency and equal treatment
of potential contractors and shall take care to avoid any conflict of interests®®.

Sub-contracts by a "public" beneficiary/partner must be awarded in accordance with the
applicable national rules on public tendering and in conformity with EU Directives on
public tendering procedures.

Where the value of the procurement contract awarded exceeds EUR 60 000, the
beneficiary must, in addition to the above general rules, provide a copy of the draft tender
specifications. In addition, the applicants must be able to prove, if requested, that they
have sought bids — by registered letter — from at least five different tenderers, including
proof that they have posted the call for tender or invitation to tender at least on their
website and provide a detailed description of the selection procedure.

This requirement does not apply to public authorities which are aready governed by a
system of public procurement rules; however, where applicable, this should be indicated.

Contracts as referred above may be awarded only in the following cases:

a) They may only cover the execution of alimited part of the action;

b) Recourse to the award of contracts must be justified in relation to the nature of the
tasks necessary for the implementation of the action;

c) Thetasksto be subcontracted and the corresponding estimated costs must be set out in
detail in the budget estimate;

d) Any recourse to the award of contracts while the action is underway shall be subject
to prior written authorisation by the Commission;

€e) The beneficiary shall retain sole responsibility for the implementation of the action
and for compliance with the provisions of the agreement. The beneficiary must
undertake the necessary arrangements to ensure that the subcontractor waives al
rights in respect of the Commission under the agreement;

f) The beneficiary must undertake to ensure that the terms, mentioned above, applicable
to itself under the agreement are also applicable to the subcontractor.

Administration costs

Depreciation for purchase of equipment®: the purchase cost of equipment (new or
second-hand) is eligible provided that it is written off in accordance with the tax and
accounting rules applicable to the beneficiary and generaly accepted for items of the
same kind. Only the portion of the equipment's depreciation corresponding to the period
of igibility for EU funding covered by the grant agreement and the rate of actual use for
the purposes of the action may be taken into account by the Commission. A justification
for the need of purchasing such equipment is to be annexed to the budget estimate.

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Other eligible administrative costs are: rental of meeting rooms (coffee breaks included),
rental of interpretation booths, communication costs (other than overheads), charges for
financial services, costs relating to a bank guarantee and to external audits, etc. Indicative
amounts for rental of booths, excluding technical equipment: EUR 750 (excluding VAT)
per booth per day; rental of booths with equipment and technical assistance: EUR 1200
(excluding VAT) per booth per day.

3.2.3 Eligibleindirect costs— Overheads

Indirect costs are general administrative costs — overhead costs incurred in connection
with the eligible direct costs of the action. They are limited to a maximum flat-rate of 7%
of the total eligible direct costs for the action. These can include maintenance, stationery,
photocopying, mailing postage, telephone and fax costs, heating, electricity or other forms
of energy, water, office furniture, insurance and any other expenditure necessary for the
successful completion of the project. Postage costs are considered as overhead costs and
cannot be accepted under the headings " publications” or "administration".

If the accepted budget includes a provision for flat-rate funding in respect of indirect
costs, such costs do not need to be supported by accounting documents.

Indirect costs are not eligible for an action where the beneficiary already receives an
operating grant from the EU budget during the period in question.

3.2.4 Non-€ligible costs

The following expenses are ineligible and therefore not accepted:

- contributions in kind: these are contributions that are not invoiced, such as voluntary
work, equipment or premises made available free of charge;

- return on capital;

- debt and debt service charges;

- doubtful debts;

- provisionsfor losses or potential future liabilities;

- interest owed;

- exchange losses,

- VAT, unless the beneficiary can show that he/she is unable to recover it according to
the applicable national legidlation. VAT paid by public bodiesis not an eligible cost.
It should be noted that VAT paid by a public body® to operators who are subject to
VAT (when purchasing goods or supplying services within the framework of the
implementation of the co-financed action) is not eligible. The VAT thus collected by
operators liable for tax will in fact be returned to accounts of the Member State of the
public body. Considering this VAT as an €ligible cost would lead to double financing
(by the EU and by the fiscal revenue).

- excessive or reckless expenditure;

- costs declared by the beneficiary and covered by another action or work programme
receiving a EU grant.

in respect of the activities or transactions in which they engage as public authorities.
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3.3 Income

Total income must be identical to total expenditure. The income side of the budget must
show:

- The beneficiary's contribution in cash: the direct monetary contribution from the
applicant's own resources and/or the contribution from any other fund providers. This
means an effective expenditure, i.e. a financia flow that can be traced in the written
accounts. Placing a civil servant remunerated by a public administration, or an
employee of a company or organisation, at the disposal of the project is treated as a
cash contribution since this gives rise to an expense that can be identified in the
accounts of these administrations or organisations.

By way of another example, if a meeting room is made available paying the cost of
rental, then this is treated as a cash contribution, which can be included in the direct
eligible costs of the project and on the income side.

- The revenue generated by the action: any income expected to be generated by the
implementation of the action should be detailed (such as the yield from sales of
publications or conference registration fees).

- The EU grant: the grant requested from the Commission.

4 HOW THE GRANT WILL BE CALCULATED

If the proposal is selected for a grant, the Commission will calculate the EU contribution
as a percentage of the total eligible costs as shown in the estimated budget for the
implementation of the action.

The Commission reserves the right to reduce the grant requested if the proposa is
acceptable but considered too expensive, and to reduce individual unit costs if these are
estimated to be too high.

Determination of the final amount of the grant

The EU final grant is calculated on the basis of the actual eligible expenditure by
applying the "double ceiling” rule and verifying compliance with the non-profit rule.

- Application of the " double ceiling" rulelimiting the grant both to the percentage of the
gligible costs and to the maximum amount mentioned in the grant agreement

The EU final grant is calculated by applying the percentage for the co-financing of the
eligible costs laid down in the grant agreement to the total of the actual eligible costs.
This amount must not exceed the maximum amount for the EU grant laid down in the
grant agreement.

As a result, if the actual expenditure turns out to be lower than the expenditure you
budgeted, the actual grant will also be reduced in application of the percentage
contribution which will remain the same. If the actual expenditure turns out to be higher
than the expenditure budgeted, the EU grant will not be increased. It is therefore in the
applicant's interest to submit arealistic estimate of expenses.
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- Verification of compliance with the non-profit rule

The grant may not have the purpose or effect of producing a profit for the beneficiary™.
On the basis of the above rule, if the total income of the action is higher than the total
costs, the final grant amount will be reduced accordingly so that it will not produce a
profit.

A mere forecast of expenditure does not give entitlement to a grant. Thisis why the exact
amount of the final grant cannot be calculated until the Commission has received the final
activity report and the final statement of expenditure. The expenditure that is committed
to the implementation of the action must be justified by invoices or equivalent supporting
documents, in order to be accepted as actual expenditure. It must also relate to actual
rather than inputted costs.

5 AGREEMENT GOVERNING THE GRANT

Should the Commission award a grant, a grant agreement setting out the conditions and
maximum level of funding will be concluded with the beneficiary.

Successful applicants will receive two original copies of the grant agreement for
acceptance and signature. Both of these copies must be sent back to the Commission,
which will then return one of them once it has been signed by both parties.

If international organisations are selected under this specific call, they will receive an
agreement based on the "EU Contribution agreement with an International Organisation™.
6 PAYMENT PROCEDURES

The payment procedures will be laid down in the grant agreement.

The balance will be paid upon acceptance by the Commission of the final technical
implementation report and final financial statement.

7 GUARANTEE®

The Commission may require the beneficiary to provide a guarantee in advance, in order
to limit the financial risk linked to the payment of the pre-financing.

This guarantee shall be denominated in euro and shall be valid for a period sufficiently
long to alow it to be activated. The guarantee shall be provided by an approved bank or
financial institution established in one of the Member States.

The guarantee shall be released as the pre-financing is gradually cleared against interim
payment(s) or payment of the balance to the beneficiary in accordance with the conditions
laid down in the grant agreement or, in the absence of such clearing, three months after a

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recovery is notified to the beneficiary by which the Commission asks him to repay the
pre-financing. The Commission undertakes to release the guarantee within the following
month.

In exceptional cases, the guarantee may be replaced by ajoint and several guarantee by a
third party or by the irrevocable and unconditional joint guarantee of the beneficiaries of
an action who are parties to the same grant agreement.

8 BANK ACCOUNT AND INTEREST GENERATED BY PRE-FINANCING PAYM ENTS33

Payment shall be made to the beneficiary's bank account or sub-account denominated in
Euro. The account or sub-account indicated by the beneficiary must make it possible to
identify the funds transferred by the Commission and the interest yielded by the pre-
financing payments.

If the funds paid into the account yield interest or equivalent benefits under the law of the
State on whose territory the account is opened, such interest or benefits, if they have been
generated by pre-financing payments which remain the property of the European Union,
shall not be treated as a receipt for the action.

The beneficiary shall, as specified in the grant agreement, inform the Commission of any
interest or equivalent benefits yielded by pre-financing payments higher than EUR 50 000
it has received from the Commission. Notification must be made when the request is
introduced for interim payment or for payment of the balance that clears the pre-
financing.

Interests yielded by pre-financing payments between EUR 50 000 and EUR 750 000 will
be directly deducted from payments. Interests generated by pre-financing payments
higher than EUR 750 000 will be recovered through arecovery order.

Interests shall not be due to the EU on pre-financing paid to Member States, that isto say,
not only the central structure of the State, but also, on the one hand, the regional or local
authorities and, on the other hand, the public bodies acting on behalf, under the control or
the responsibility of the Member State, or paid in the framework of joint management
with international organisations.

All costs related to these requirements (such as the cost for opening and closing accounts)
are eligible and may be submitted in the budget estimate.

9 SUBMISSION OF REPORTSAND OTHER DOCUMENTS

Within three months after the closing date of the action, the beneficiary must submit to
the Commission the final report on the implementation of the action, along with a final
financial statement of all actual expenditure and actual revenue. Both reports must be
submitted on-line via SWIM as well as in paper version (see section 13). The final
implementation report must be completed using the template announced in the call that
will also be annexed to the grant agreement.

Should the fina report be deemed to be inadequate or of low quality, the Commission
reserves the right to request additional information within 60 days of reception of the final

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report, and, if necessary, to suspend the final payment until the requested information is
provided.

In addition to these requirements, other documents that might be indicated in the text of
the call for proposals must also be provided.

10 PuBLICITY

All grant beneficiaries are required to mention clearly the fact that they have received
funding from the EU in any publication, in other materials, and during activities
(conferences or seminars, etc.), for which the grant is used, using the following wording:
"With financial support from the European Union ". The logo of the EU, given at the
following web address: http://europa.eu/abc/symbols’emblem/index_en.htm should also
bevisible.

Any communication or publication by the beneficiary, in any form and medium,
including the Internet, shall indicate that sole responsibility lies with the author and that
the Commission is not responsible for any use that may be made of the information
contained therein.

In addition to these minimum requirements, references specified in the text of the call for
proposals must aso be indicated.

All grants awarded in the course of afinancia year shall be published on the Internet site
of the EU ingtitutions during the first half of the year following the closure of the budget
year in respect of which they were awarded.

By signing the grant agreement for an action, the beneficiary authorises the Commission
to publish the following information in any form and medium, including via the Internet
site of the EU%:

- the beneficiary's name and the address
- the subject of the grant,
- the amount awarded and the rate of funding of the costs of the action.

In order to achieve awider dissemination of project results, the elements concerning, inter
alia, the project description, results and methodology, provided by the beneficiary in the
final report, may be published on the European Commission's website.

Upon a duly substantiated request by the beneficiary, publication of this data can be
waived if it threatens the safety of the beneficiary or harms his business interests.

11 EVALUATION

If the proposal should include a specific evaluation component for ongoing monitoring

and final evaluation of the action, these costs can be taken into account as €ligible in the
budget estimate.

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Successful proposals could be the subject of an ongoing and ex-post evaluation led by the
Commission and/or by independent experts selected by the European Commission.
Therefore, the beneficiaries of the grant undertake to make available to the Commission
and/or persons authorised by it, all necessary documents or information as will allow the
evaluation to be successfully completed and give these persons the rights of access
required.

12 CHECKSAND AUDITS
An external audit report isrequired in the following cases:

12.1 Audit report in support of grant applications®

Organisations proposals for an action for which the grant exceeds EUR 500 000, shall be
accompanied by an external audit report produced by a certified auditor. That report shall
certify the accounts for the last financial year available.

12.2 Audit report in support of requestsfor payment

An external audit report produced by an approved auditor or in case of public bodies, by a
competent and independent public officer may be required by the authorising officer in
respect of any interim or fina payment request, depending on his assessment of the
management risk.

It is compulsory in the case of a grant for an action over EUR 750 000, when the
cumulative amounts per financial year of requests for interim payments and for payment
of the balance is at least EUR 325 000. The purpose of the audit report is to certify that
the submitted accounts comply with the financial provisions of the agreement, that the
costs declared by the beneficiary in the financial statements on which the request for
payment is based are real, accurately recorded and eligible according to the grant
agreement and that all receipts have been declared.

The obligation to provide such a certification of the financial statements and underlying
accounts may be waived in the cases of grant beneficiaries that are public bodies or
international organisations. If an external audit of the action's accountsis not required, the
beneficiary himself shall certify on his honour that information contained in requests for
payments is full, reliable and true. He shall also certify that the costs incurred can be
considered eligible in accordance with the grant agreement and that requests for payment
are substantiated by adequate supporting documents that can be checked.

The beneficiary undertakes to provide any detailed information requested by the
Commission or by another qualified outside body chosen by the Commission for the
purposes of checking that the action and the provisions of the agreement are being
properly implemented. The beneficiary must enable the Commission and/or the Court of
Auditors to verify the organisation’s accounting documents, if they deem this appropriate.
To this end, documentation justifying items of expenditure must be retained by the
applicant's organisation for five years following final payment by the Commission.

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13 PROCEDURE: ELECTRONIC MEANS OF SUBMISSION - SWIM

The Internet Web application caled "SWIM" (SAGA Web Input Module) allows
applicants/beneficiaries to introduce, edit, validate, print and submit grant applications,
request for payments and request for modifications on the budget estimate. SWIM can be
accessed in the following web address™”: https://webgate.ec.europa.eu/swim.

The final financia statement and the final implementation report will also be submitted
viaSWIM.

13.1 Introduction of grant applications

The grant application form has to be electronically filled in as follows: first, access the
system at the address mentioned above and click on the link "New grant application”,
then, select the number of the call for proposals you wish to apply for and fill in your
application. Once your application is completed, click on the "submission” button in order
to finalised the submission procedure. Please note that after submitting your application
form electronically no changes to the application are possible.

After electronic submission, the application form must also be printed out, signed by the
legal representative of the organization submitting the proposal and sent by post to the
responsible Unit, as specified in the text of the call for proposals.

Failure to respect this procedure will render the application ineligible.

13.2 Requestsfor payments and budgetary modifications

In addition to the documents specified in the grant agreement, financial documents
required in support of requests for further pre-financing payments (if applicable) and for
payment of the balance, as well as requests for modifications of the budget estimate to be
made by addendum must also be electronically submitted using SWIM, as well as by post
duly signed by the legal representative.

To be allowed to log on to SWIM and accessiits grant file, the beneficiary will be asked to
enter the same File number and Access code assigned by the system to the grant
application when it was created.

13.3 Final reports

As mentioned in section 9, the final report on the implementation of the action and the
final financial statement of the actual expenditure and actual revenue must be submitted
on-linevia SWIM aswell as by post duly signed by the legal representative.

14 DATA PROTECTION

The grant application will be processed by computer. All personal data (such as names,
addresses, CVs, etc.) will be processed in accordance with Regulation (EC) No 45/2001
of the European Parliament and of the Council of 18 December 2000 on the protection of
individuals with regard to the processing of personal data by the Community institutions
